• Joseph Smith was a treasure digger, and he and his family were involved in magic.

• Scriptures have some inspiration, but they are not pure divine word from God. There are 
errors in Joseph Smith’s revelations.

• Joseph Smith struggled with pride and an angry temper.

• The Book of Mormon may or may not be entirely historical, it came through an occultic seer 
stone, through a character flawed “village seer” or spiritual medium and Joseph Smith 
inserted 19th century content into the text.

• The First Vision is likely not literal, priesthood is evolving, the temple endowment is 
evolving, and the teachings of Joseph Smith are becoming less relevant. The Pearl of Great 
Price may have been a mistake.

But, to my mind, the great Work in 
which we are engaged is far greater than the 
work that was performed by Moses.

“I reverence the work Moses performed, I 
look upon it as a great work. But this Work of 
the last days is a far greater work—the 
gathering of the Saints together from the 
various nations, is a far more stupendous 
work, to my mind, than the gathering of Israel 
from Egypt to the land of Canaan. I would not 
be guilty of undervaluing the work Moses 
performed, or of attaching to it a light 
importance, for I value it highly; but with Moses
it was different to what it has been with the 
leaders of Israel in these days.”
